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RABBINIC THOUGHTS  

From the Rabbi  
Transition at the RAC  

 
The Religious Action Center - the ñRACò - is one of our Reform movementôs best ideas. Located in  

Washington, DC, it is one of the most important progressive religious voices in America and has been at the 

forefront of  the drive for social justice. One of my personal heroes, Rabbi David Saperstein, has been the 

RACôs Executive Director for four decades - you will recall him at our temple a few years ago as our  

Shabbaton Scholar-In-Residence. President Obama has asked him to act as the State Departmentôs new U.S. 

Ambassador-at-Large for International Religious Freedom. Now thereôs a daunting task! But Rabbi Saperstein 

has assumed responsibilities with characteristic passion; 

 

I believe in liberal Judaism, in its understanding that our sacred texts were written by men and 
women struggling to understand what God called them to do in order to make Godôs values real 
here on earth ï and that we each write the next chapter through the work of our lives. 
I believe in the Reform Jewish Movement, and believe that its strength, creativity and inspiration will 
be the bastion of Judaism for all the generations to come. 
I believe in America, in its ideals and its willingness to struggle, time and again, to live up to those 
ideals: that it might inspire the global community to embody the freedom and hope that is at its core. 
I believe in the great cause of social justice: that we are not the prisoners of the bitter failures of the 
past, but that we can ð and must ð be the shapers of a better future for all Godôs children. 
 

Even as we wish him well in his new position, we also welcome his successor at he helm of the 
RAC, Rabbi Jonah Pesner. As he begins his tenure, he reminds us; 
 

There will be no pause in our sacred work.  As the New Year ð and the new Congress ð begin, the 
urgency of our work has never been greater.  From Ferguson to Staten Island, the searing pain of 
racial disparity continues to divide American society.  Gun violence spreads like a plague.  The 
chasm between the rich and poor widens even beyond what we can imagine, as working families 
and low income people struggle with debt, stagnant wages, and poverty.  Millions of immigrants cry 
out for justice, and our gay and lesbian brothers and sisters still struggle for the right to marry.  Our 
planetôs natural resources are diminishing almost as fast the climate is changing, perhaps beyond 
repair.  As we survey these challenges, we hear the call: do justly, love mercy, and walk humbly with 
God.  
 The RAC and I cannot do this alone; we need you . 
 

You know that every year, it is my privilege and pleasure to take our Confirmation Class to DC for a 
weekend of RAC-led study and activism.  I have watched hundreds of our young people become  
inspired and impassioned to do the holy work that calls to us as Jews. They will be the future  
members, leaders and activists of our movement. With them and the new leadership at the RAC,  
I think that future is secure.

 I asked my dear friend who pens a column in Netanya, Israel ñAsk Avigailò what January is 
like there. ñGenerally, itôs cooler; if it rains, it is not a constant downpour. Airfare prices are cheaper. 
When are you coming to Israel?ò Every electronic missive we exchange is always concluded with 
her asking me the same question. 
 A January visit to Israel would beat any January here at home, but it is not in our plans this 
year. So how do I start a new year on an upbeat swing during the most unappealing time of our four 
seasons?  
 I light a lot of candles. A lot of candles. My Dutch ancestry and expat years in the Netherlands 
compel me to light candles every evening and during gray days. Itôs almost as if Iôm on auto-helm or 
a puppet on a string whose job it is to strike and light those tapers and t-lights. And now that I am a 
member of The Tribe, I am commanded to kindle light on Erev Shabbat. That doesnôt mean turning 
on my Kindle Fire. It means lighting candles with my family at home and getting to Erev Shabbat ser-
vices as often as I comfortably can. And then thereôs the bigger obligation to translate the literal act 
of lighting candles into words and deeds which make our world a brighter place. Thatôs the hard part. 
 In winter, I find it challenging to be beacon of leadership for Sisterhood when Mother Nature 
buries us in snow and darkness. I find beginnings, all beginnings, difficult. So I focus on goals and 
happy things in my future, like our daughterôs bat mitzvah in the spring. And I take each day one step
-at-a-time. Getting out with friends also helps. I count my friends in Sisterhood among my blessings. 
 Last January I wrote about how the Dutch welcome a new year. I miss that tradition of fire-
works on New Yearôs Eve and New Yearôs Day. How would my Monroe neighborhood feel if the 
Balentine family set off fireworks all night and all day and burned my husbandôs x-mas tree on our 
cul-de-sac?
