Returning to Israel after 13 years away was a special experience. | had the opportunity to
visit with the Central Conference of American Rabbis. As a group of Reform rabbis we
explored issues facing Israeli society today, and were coached in how to organize
congregational trips meeting the needs of our diverse communities. We started our tour in
Tel Aviv; spent time up north, going up to the Golan Heights; and finished by spending
Shabbat in Jerusalem. The vibrancy of Jewish life is always uplifting and beautiful to
experience.

Some of the speakers we heard from helped to explore difficult and vital topics like minority
rights of Israeli citizens who are Arab, Bedouin housing and land issues, gay and lesbian
rights; as well as Israeli and Palestinian peace and the state of the current government of
Israel. During our visit to The Center for a Shared Society at Givat Haviva, | was humbled to
understand the sacred work of community building between Arab and Jewish Israeli citizens;
as well as learning more about the struggles the Arab community face in regards to funding
of their schools and social services. Many times the focus is on governmental and political
conversations regarding the peace process, however, in reality, there are issues related to
day to day life like developing economic opportunities for women that are looking for jobs
and other community needs that have nothing to do with Palestinian-Israeli conflict.

When we went down to visit the Gaza border in the south, and the Syrian border in the
north, we got an up close and personal look at the security challenges for Israeli society
today. Even though Israeli Defense Forces has developed the Iron Dome, protecting
Israelis from missile attacks, rockets fired from Gaza are crude and usually land within a few
seconds. Therefore, residents of southern Israel have 10-15 seconds to secure themselves
in a shelter when they hear sirens. Currently the border has quieted down significantly, but
these lulls are only breaks until the next outbreak. We were able to also go to the actual
border and see how Israelis monitor searching tunnels that Hamas builds and other security
needs. In the north we saw the civil war in Syria. It is unnerving and eerie to see the civil
war, and which villages are under control of the government, rebels, and ISIS. Israel is
keenly aware of the severity of the situation and the human needs on the ground.

We had many Israeli Reform rabbis speak with us. They serve congregations

throughout Israel. One young female rabbi, Yael Karrie, serves multiple kibbutzim,
moshavim, and other community groups in the Negev region. Besides religious
practices and bbdnei mitzvah preparations,
dialogue between Arabs and Jews. Her devotion to building a strong Israel on the

ideals of inclusion, respect, and love was truly inspiring. For Shabbat, | was able to

spend dinner with Cantor Evan Cohen, and his family, who grew up at Monroe

Temple. It was so nice to celebrate Shabbat with a wonderful Israeli family who has

roots in Orange County.

Like us, Israeli society has its challenges and beauties. The Reform community in
Israel shared how they struggle with a government who does not share their

views. There were many conversation relating to how they try to make important
relationships and develop grassroots social justice. The Director of the Israeli
Religious Action Center, Noa Sattath inspired me with hope. She expl ai ned,
often people want social change and improvement to happen overnight; anything
worth fighting f orHetwarksarspirgdene aseavesvamanc e! 0
American. Jewish life in the US is shrinking and struggling, and many of us have
concerns regarding the protection of our values of freedom and respect for the divinity
within each human being. Noa exemplifies that if we truly care about things then we
need to strive and work hard not just for a day, a month, or a year, rather pursue our
passion for decades, and even for our lifetime, to bring forth a wholeness of peace,
love, and respect in our world.
